Documentation for Statutory Checklist
1. Historic Preservation:  If your project is in a historic district, over 50 years old or adjacent to a property over 50 years old you must contact the State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO), or if there is potential for archeological remains.  For documentation you will need a letter from you to the SHPO and the response to you received form the SHPO.  You must complete the negotiations prior to submitting the ER.  See 36 CFR Part 800 revised 5/99 see www.achp.gov
2. Floodplain:  If your project is not in the floodplain attach a copy of the Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) and a statement that the site is not located in the floodplain.  If your new construction or substantial rehabilitation project site and structure are in the floodplain, the eight step process must be completed in writing.  The actual floodplain notices (published or posted) must be maintained in the ERR file.  See 24 CFR Part 55.
3. Wetlands:  Obtain a copy of a National Wetlands Inventory Map at www.nwi.fws.gov or check with the county or cit planning department.  If you cannot obtain a copy of the map, then you will need a statement from the site engineer or the development department that is issuing the permit that there are no wetlands in the site or that the improvement does not impact a wetland.  If the site impacts a wetland the eight step process will be required.  The project may also require a permit from the Corps of Engineers, but that is in addition to HUD’s 24 CFR Part 55 requirements.  If your project will disturb soil in a wetland area you need documentation from the Corps of Engineers.
4. Costal Zone Management (CZM):  Refer to the FIRM and if the site is in the CZM you need a letter of consistency from the CZM Agency.  If it is not in the CZM then refer to the FIRM and make a statement that it is not in the CZM.
5. Water Quality:  Use the local development or planning department or ADEM to document how your project complies with the Clean Water Act.  There are no sole source aquifers in the South East outside of Florida.  See www.epa.gov. 
6. Endangered Species:  Contact Fish and Wildlife to determine if there are any endangered species impacted by your project.  A copy of your letter to FWS along with their response must be placed in your ERR file.  See www.fws.gov. 
7. Wild and Scenic Rivers:  There are very few wild and scenic rivers in the South East and they are not located in urban areas.  If there is a wild and scenic river in your project area you must contact the National Parks Service.  A copy of your letter to NPS and their response must be kept in the ERR file.  See www.nps.gov.
8. Air Quality:  HUD indicates that most projects will not meet the thresholds that trigger the Clean Air Act for new traffic generation (1000 new or 500 additional parking spaces or trips).  Write a statement about generating new traffic and how it is applicable to your project.  If your project will generate pollution and it is in a non-attainment area, you will need a statement of consistency with the State Implementation Plan.  If your project will include the removal or disturbance of asbestos or lead, you must use a certified removal contractor.
9. Farmlands Protection: If your project site is not currently farmed and/or the project will not remove the farmland from farm production, you may include a written description of the project and document that it doesn’t trigger Farmland Protection and place the narrative in the ERR file.  If your project site is currently farmed and the project will remove the farmland from farm production, you must contact the Department of Agriculture.  A copy of your letter to the Department of Agriculture and their response must be kept in the ERR file.  

10. Thermal and Explosive:  This refers to above ground storage tanks of more than 100 gallons storing explosive and flammable liquids.  Conduct analysis with handbook that goes with 24 CFR Part 51.  There are no waivers.  For new construction or increase in size you must reject the site if falls within the acceptable separation distance.
11. Noise:  HUD’s noise regulation is 24 CFR Part 51.  The Noise Handbook must be used for major roads, rail roads, and airports.  You must consider the impact of noise on all “noise sensitive uses” and reject sites for new construction.

12. Airport Clear Zones (APZ):  An APZ is the area directly at the end of the runway.  HUD does fund new constructions in APZs  Written notification is only required if the project is in a clear zone.  See 24 CFR Part 51.

13. Toxic Sites:  If there are any Superfund sites in or near your project area or suspected contaminants, you will need to contact ADEM. A copy of your letter to ADEM and their response must be kept in the ERR file.  For all multi-family projects a Phase I Environmental Audit must be conducted by an environmental engineer.  See www.epa.gov/
14. Environmental Justice:  Does this project have a disproportionate impact on low- and moderate-income persons or minorities?  If you don’t have environmental conditions, you don’t have an impact to consider.  If there are environmental conditions you must determine if there are low- and moderate-income persons or minorities are impacted more than the general public.
15. Flood Insurance:  If the sit is in a floodplain and is a structure, flood insurance must be purchased.  Proof of insurance must be attached.

16. Costal Barriers:  Identify if your project is located on any costal barrier island as indicated on the FIRM.  Federal funds cannot be used for development in a costal barrier islands.

17. Solid Waste:  Is your project creating solid waste?  Discuss if the community’s solid waste facility is adequate to handle the additional demand.
18. Fish and Wildlife:  Only applies t federal lands (except see #6 above).
