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Riley Awards $15,000 for Chilton County Sheriff Computers
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $15,000 grant to assist Chilton County with public safety technology purchases that will help officers better perform their duties.
“Law enforcement officers need modern and reliable equipment to adequately protect and serve their communities,” Riley said.  “I support the work of Chilton County deputies to improve the protection of residents.”

The sheriff’s department will use the grant to purchase 12 laptop computers which will be mounted in patrol cars.  Deputies will use the computers to perform reporting and identification tasks in the field allowing them to save time, increase efficiency and stay on patrol rather than drive back and forth to the sheriff’s office with paperwork.

Local matching funds of at least $1,666 will supplement the grant.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Glenda Strength, commission chair, that the grant had been approved.
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
