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Riley Awards $15,000 for Geneva County Sheriff Equipment
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $15,000 grant to assist Geneva County with public safety equipment purchases that will help officers better perform their duties.
“Law enforcement officers need reliable equipment to adequately protect and serve their communities,” Riley said.  “I support the work of Geneva County deputies to improve the protection of residents.”

The grant will be used to purchase eight laptop computers and 10 digital cameras.  The computers will be mounted in patrol cars for deputies to use when completing reports thus saving time and increasing efficiency by eliminating the need to drive to the sheriff’s office.  The cameras will replace outdated Polaroid cameras with digital technology that greatly improves the speed and efficiency of collecting, accessing and sharing evidence.
Funds also will be used to purchase a video surveillance system that will monitor and record the transfer of inmates by deputies between the jail and the courthouse.  Local matching funds of $1,666 will supplement the grant.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Harry O. Adkison, commission chairman, that the grant had been approved.
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
