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Riley Awards $15,000 for Morgan County Sheriff Equipment
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $15,000 grant to assist Morgan County with public safety equipment purchases that will help officers better perform their duties.
“Law enforcement officers need reliable equipment to adequately protect and serve their communities,” Riley said.  “I support the work of Morgan County deputies to improve the protection of residents.”

The sheriff’s department will use the funds to purchase tasers, which shock offenders with electrical charges, for its deputies.  The tasers will be used to gain control over violent or dangerous subjects when the use of deadly force is not justified or necessary.
Tasers also increase the safety of law enforcement officers because they make it possible for officers to keep their distance from threats when deploying the devices.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Larry Bennich, commission chairman, that the grant had been approved.
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
