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Riley Awards $9,500 for Wetumpka Radar Display
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $9,500 grant to assist the city of Wetumpka with a public safety equipment purchase that will make roads safer.
The city will purchase a radar display unit that lets drivers know how fast they are going.  The unit will help police officers enforce speed limits throughout the city.

“Law enforcement officers need modern and reliable equipment to adequately protect and serve their communities,” Riley said.  “I support the work of Wetumpka police officers to increase traffic safety and reduce crashes and injuries.”
City officials say that speeders are common on the two major highways that run through the city and in traffic that runs to and from Lake Martin and Lake Jordan.  The radar display will slow down traffic and prevent vehicle accidents.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Mayor Jo Glenn that the grant had been approved.
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
