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Riley Awards $78,385 Grant to Build 
Wetlands Walk at Enterprise Park 

MONTGOMERY— A $78,385 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will enable Enterprise residents to take a walk on the wild side. 

The city will construct a boardwalk through a wetlands area at Johnny Henderson Family Park.  The trail will have learning stations and serve both recreational and educational purposes for area residents.

“The new boardwalk will encourage outdoor activities and enable residents to learn more about the world around them,” Riley said. “I commend the city officials for pursuing this project and making Enterprise a better place to live.”

The elevated trail will be constructed of water-resistant wood and will extend 550 feet out in the lake. It will enable visitors to view plants and animals in their natural wetlands habitat. The trail will have four areas with covered seating and a 960-square-foot observation deck.

In addition to walkers and joggers, the trail is expected to attract bird watchers and other outdoor enthusiasts as well as local school groups.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor Kenneth W. Boswell that the grant had been approved. 

The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
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
