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Riley Announces Grant to Expand Agency’s 
Medical Transportation Service   

MONTGOMERY— A non-profit agency that provides free transportation to medical and dental services for children and expectant mothers has received a lift of its own. 

Gov. Bob Riley announced a $200,000 grant that will enable KidOne Transport System to expand its services in 37Alabama counties. The Appalachian Regional Commission grant will enable the Hoover-based program to serve an additional 400 people.

 “Children and expectant mothers who need medical and dental care often fail to get those services because they lack transportation,” Riley said. “Services provided by KidOne Transport System help ensure that children are given a chance at long and healthy lives.”

  KidOne was founded in 1997 by a Birmingham area firefighter who vowed to try to make a difference in the lives of children after he responded to a call in which a 2-year-old boy died. The agency has logged more than 2 million miles and provided nearly 85,000 trips since its beginning. The agency’s goal is to expand to all 67 counties in Alabama. 
 John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Tracy Smith, president of KidOne, that the grant had been approved. 
The Appalachian Regional Commission was started in 1965 as a supplemental grant program to raise the standard of living, improve the quality of life and promote economic development in the Appalachian mountain region. Thirty-seven Alabama counties are part of the region and are eligible for funding.
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
