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Riley Awards $80,000 to Complete Cullman Trail 

MONTGOMERY— An $80,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will enable the city of Cullman to complete construction of an all-purpose trail at a local park. 

The grant, part of the U.S. Recreational Trails program, will be used to construct the final two-thirds of a 5,800-foot-long asphalt trail at Sportsman Lake Park. When completed, the 12-foot-wide trail will encircle a 26-acre lake at the park. 

“This grant will result in the expansion of recreational opportunities for all ages and make Cullman County an even better place to live,” Riley said. “I commend those who have worked to make this project a reality and I am pleased to support their efforts.”

Plans call for an additional 4,000 feet of trail to be added to the existing 1,800-foot trail which was also built using Recreational Trail funds.  The trail is designed for walking, jogging and non-motorized vehicles. 

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Wiley Kitchens, chairman of the Cullman County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Local funding of $20,000 has been committed to the project. 

The Recreational Trails program is funded through the U.S. Department of Transportation.  
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
