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Riley Announces $5,000 to Improve Education in Fort Payne 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has announced a $5,000 grant to improve computer education for high school and adult students in Fort Payne. 
Funds from the Appalachian Regional Commission will be used to purchase new computers at Fort Payne High School. The computers will also be used for adult education classes held at night. 
“Computer skills are critical to success in today’s job market,” Riley said. “I commend school officials in Fort Payne for their efforts to ensure that students learn the computer programs that are essential in the workplace.”

The new computers will enable students to learn several computer programs, including Microsoft Word, Excel, Access and PowerPoint. Students will also have the opportunity to learn how to design web pages on the computers. 
John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified school Superintendent James B. Cunningham, school superintendent, that the grant had been approved. Funding was made available by the Appalachian Regional Commission. ADECA is administering the grant. 

The Appalachian Regional Commission was started in 1965 as a supplemental grant program to raise the standard of living, improve the quality of life and promote economic development in the Appalachian mountain region. Thirty-seven Alabama counties, including DeKalb, are eligible to apply for funding. 
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
