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Riley Awards Grant to Build Trail in Eclectic  

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $25,300 grant to increase recreational opportunities in Eclectic.

The grant will be used to build a walking trail at Panther Palace Park. The 0.7-mile-long trail will provide a link to park features and will also complement future development. 

“Recreational projects like this not only improve the health and well-being of Alabama residents by encouraging outdoor activity, such projects also make the community a more desirable place to live,” Riley said.

The 5-foot-wide paved trail will circle the 2.13-acre park and serve as a connector to a playground, pavilion and restroom. Town officials have pledged $6,325 in local funds for the trail project which is expected to cost $31,594. The town is also seeking funds to build a new senior citizen center and library nearby.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor Alan Nummy that the grant had been approved.

The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
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
