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Riley Awards Grants to Build Trails

in Two Greene County Municipalities

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded nearly $100,000 in grants to improve recreational opportunities in two Greene County municipalities. The grants will be used to construct walking trails in Boligee and Union. 

Riley awarded a $56,000 grant to Boligee to construct a walking trail on a 6-acre site near the intersection of Boligee-Clinton Road and U.S. Highway 11. Riley also awarded $42,900 to Union to build a nearly 1,500-foot trail at Burton’s Park.

“These recreational projects not only will improve the health and well-being of area residents by encouraging outdoor activity, but also will make the communities more desirable places to live,” Riley said.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Walter Taylor, mayor of Boligee, and Loydletta J. Wabbington, mayor of Union, that the grants had been approved. ADECA is administering the grants. 

The grants were awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
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
