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Riley Awards $80,000 to Build Walking Trail in Greensboro

MONTGOMERY— An $80,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will enable the city of Greensboro to take a step toward providing recreation for area residents. 

The grant, part of the U.S. Recreational Trails program, will be used to build a 1,320-foot-long walking trail at the Una Martin Leisure Park.  The project also includes lighting for the trail. The trail is the first project the city has undertaken to provide outdoor activities at the park property which was donated to the city.

“This trail not only will provide recreation for people of all ages, but it also will enhance the quality of life in Greensboro,” Riley said. “I commend those who have worked to make this project a reality and I am pleased to support their efforts.”

Although the city acquired the property in 1989, officials have been unable to develop the park due to inadequate financial resources – a problem common to many small cities. Officials hope to obtain additional funding later to build a playground, gazebo and picnic area at the park.    

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor Johnnie B. Washington that the grant had been approved. The town has pledged $20,000 in local funding for the project. 

The Recreational Trails program is funded through the U.S. Department of Transportation.  
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
