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Riley Awards $75,000 Grant for Auburn Trail 

MONTGOMERY—The city of Auburn is moving a step closer to achieving its goal of providing a network of trails throughout the city. 

Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $75,000 grant that will enable the city to construct a 2,000-foot-long trail linking Cloverleaf Subdivision with Town Creek Park. The trail will tie in with 1.6 miles of existing trails in the park and will provide safe access to the park for pedestrians and non-motorized vehicles.

“By encouraging outdoor activities, recreational projects like this contribute to the health and well-being of Alabama residents and make the community a more desirable place to live,” Riley said. “I commend Auburn officials and residents for their efforts on this project.”

The multi-use trail will benefit walkers, joggers and bicyclists and will support plans by the city’s Greenspace Advisory Board and the Auburn Bicycle Committee to create public trails throughout the city. The Greenspace Advisory Board is a City Council appointed advisory board while the bicycle committee is a citizen’s group that works closely with the city.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor Bill Ham that the grant had been approved. Auburn is providing $18,750 in local funding.

Funds for the Recreational Trails program are provided to the state by the Federal Highway Administration.
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
