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Riley Announces Grant to Enhance Monroeville Park 

MONTGOMERY—A $43,300 grant announced by Gov. Bob Riley will enable the city of Monroeville to enhance recreational opportunities at a local park.

The award from the Land and Water Conservation Fund will make it possible for the city to renovate a ball field and make other improvements at Clausell Community Park. 
“These improvements should encourage more residents to participate in outdoor activities,” Riley said. “I commend Monroeville officials for providing their residents with the opportunity to lead healthier lives.” 

In addition to renovating the playing surface, the city will add lighting, dugouts and bleachers to the ball field. Drainage improvements, a new entrance sign and traffic speed bumps are also planned at the 38-acre park. 
The park was created in 1967 when a swimming pool was built on the site. Softball fields, a tennis court and a basketball court have been added over the years. 
John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor Anne Farish that the grant had been approved. The city is providing additional funding for the project. 
Riley has announced more than $1.7 million in federal Land and Water Conservation funding for projects in 18 Alabama cities and counties. The LWCF program was created in 1967 by Congress to assist in the development and preservation of outdoor recreational facilities.
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
