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Riley Awards $61,500 to Build Trail in Montevallo 

MONTGOMERY— Using a grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley, the town of Montevallo plans to build a multi-purpose trail linking two city parks.

The $61,500 Recreational Trails grant will be used to construct a 2-mile paved trail connecting Orr and Stephens parks. Once the new segment is completed, residents will have about five miles of continuous trail, including existing trails at the two parks.

 “This trail not only will provide recreation for people of all ages, but it also will enhance the quality of life in Montevallo,” Riley said. “I commend those who have worked to make this project a reality and I am pleased to support their efforts.”

The trail’s path will wind through part of downtown, University of Montevallo property and open areas. The trail’s width will range from two to three feet depending on terrain.

Town officials hope to eventually extend the trail to other local attractions including American Village and Davis Falls as well as other areas in south Shelby County.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor Sharon Anderson that the grant had been approved.

The Recreational Trails program is funded by the Federal Highway Administration. ADECA is administering the grant.  
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
