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Riley Awards $62,135 Grant to Build Trail in Lincoln 

MONTGOMERY—A $62,135 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will enable the city of Lincoln to take a first step toward providing new recreational opportunities for its residents.

The Recreational Trail grant will be used to build a downtown walking trail. The ¼-mile Blue Eye Creek Trail will be constructed on a five-acre, city-owned site.
“Recreational projects like this not only improve the health and well-being of Alabama residents by encouraging outdoor activity, but such projects also make the community a more desirable place to live,” Riley said. “I commend Lincoln officials for their efforts in pursuing this project.”

The trail will begin at the senior citizen center located at the old train depot and in some areas will follow a route that is adjacent to the creek. The city is considering expanding the trail in future development plans.  

A Recreational Trail grant was approved for this project in 2001, but Lincoln had to delay construction of the trail because of infrastructure needs required for the construction of a Honda automobile manufacturing plant. The city is pledging $15,533 in local funds for the trail project. 
John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor Carroll L. Watson that the grant had been approved.

The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
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
