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Riley Awards Grants to Reduce Juvenile Crime in Alabama  
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $196,951 in grants to provide the tools necessary for law enforcement agents to fight juvenile crime on a new front. 

Riley awarded a $113,250 grant to instruct law enforcement and juvenile officials on the latest trends in computer-related juvenile crime. The training will assist the officials in detecting and solving computer crimes. 
An additional grant of $83,701 will ensure up-to-date maintenance and accessibility to state juvenile officials of juvenile court records. The system will not only help officials with prosecution, but will also aid in rehabilitation.

 “Adequate training and record-keeping systems are valuable tools for reducing juvenile crime in Alabama,” Riley said. 

Juveniles are turning more frequently to computers as a tool in crimes, according to officials with the Alabama Office of Prosecution Services. Through the Internet, juveniles have access to information about making counterfeit money and explosives and they can infiltrate other computers to gain access to personal data. State officials say at least 10 percent of juvenile crimes have some connection to the Internet. 

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Randall Hillman, executive director of Office of Prosecution Services and Randy Helms, director of the state Administrative Office of Courts, that the grants had been approved. 
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
