Riley Announces Grant for Macon County Health Care Facility  

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has announced a $148,000 grant that will enable the Macon County Health Care Authority to offer improved services to patients.

The authority will receive Appalachian Regional Commission funds for the purchase of 
X-ray equipment for its health care facility in Tuskegee.  The authority also will purchase computers and software to enhance the facility’s networking capabilities.
“Convenient, well-equipped health care facilities are important to every Alabamian,” Riley said.  “This grant will allow Macon County residents to receive better care closer to home.”
The equipment will permit the facility to offer radiology services to patients as well as digitally archive data and pictures.  The software will enable staff to provide data to consulting physicians at other facilities so patients will receive the best care possible.
Riley has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Patricia N. Clay, MCHCA president, that the grant had been approved.
Created by Congress in 1965, the Appalachian Regional Commission is a partnership of federal, state and local governments dedicated to promoting economic growth and improving the quality of life in a 13-state region along the Appalachian Mountains.
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
