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Riley Awards $94,655 to Expand Park 
for Off-Road Sports in Chilton County

MONTGOMERY— One of the few parks in Alabama dedicated primarily for use by motorized off-road vehicles will be enlarged thanks to a $94,655 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 
The grant will enable the purchase of an additional 80 acres at Minooka Park near Jemison. The acquisition will expand the park to nearly 240 acres and add six miles of multi-use trails. Minooka Park is one of only three public parks in the state with trails designed for motorized vehicles like four-wheelers and motorcycles. 

“This expansion will further enhance Minooka Park as an attractive destination for outdoor enthusiasts throughout the Southeast, particularly those involved in off-road trail sports,” Riley said. 

 Once completed the park will have about 16 miles of trails, most of which can be used for off-road motorized sports and mountain biking. Some trails, including one that surrounds a lake, is dedicated for walking. A camping area is also planned for the park. 
The park, developed by the Chilton County Commission and volunteer groups, has been featured in Honda RedRider magazine. 

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Commission Chairman Glenda Strength that the grant had been approved. 

The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program. ADECA is administering the grant. 
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
