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Riley Awards $107,495 in Grants to Improve
Traffic Safety in Bay Area Counties   

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $107,495 in grants to boost awareness and enforcement of traffic safety laws in Baldwin and Mobile counties.

The four grants to the Mobile Area Highway Safety Office will fund the Special Traffic Enforcement Program which was established to curtail drunken driving, speeding and aggressive and reckless behavior on the roads in the two counties. Funds will pay overtime wages for increased patrols and will be used to buy additional equipment for traffic law enforcement. 
“This program underscores the message that dangerous driving cannot be tolerated on Alabama roads,” Riley said. “Drivers who insist on breaking traffic laws and endangering the lives of others will face incarceration, heavy fines or loss of driving privileges.”

In addition to driving infractions, officials will be enforcing the state’s mandatory seatbelt and child safety restraint laws.  The increased police activity will intensify on major holidays when more people are on the roads and crashes and violations are more likely to occur.
 Officials with the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs notified Mike Dean, president of the Mobile County Commission, that the grants had been approved. ADECA’s Law Enforcement and Traffic Safety Division is administering the grants.  
Riley awarded the grants from funds made available to the state through programs of the Federal Highway Administration. 
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
