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Grant Awarded to Make West Alabama Roads Safer
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $65,000 grant to Shelton State Community College to continue traffic safety programs in 10 counties.  

The funds will enable the college to work with law enforcement agencies to reduce crashes, injuries and deaths in Bibb, Fayette, Greene, Hale, Lamar, Marengo, Perry, Pickens, Sumter and Tuscaloosa counties.

“This program saves lives and prevents injuries by taking irresponsible drivers off our highways and encouraging the use of seat belts and child safety seats,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support the efforts of our law enforcement officers and Shelton State to make Alabama’s highways safer.”

The college will use the grant to help law enforcement agencies fund overtime and equipment purchases necessary to curtail drunken driving, speeding and other causes of vehicle crashes.  The college also organizes community education programs to encourage the use of safety belts and child restraints and discourage drinking and driving.
Riley awarded the grant from the Alabama Traffic Safety Trust Fund.  The fund supplements federal highway safety programs using a portion of the fines paid by motorists for driving without a valid license.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Richard Rogers, SSCC president, that the grant had been approved.
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
