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Governor Awards Grant to Help Domestic Violence Victims
in Northeast Alabama

MONTGOMERY—A non-profit organization in Gadsden dedicated to helping victims of domestic violence escape abusive situations has been awarded a $125,415 grant by Gov. Bob Riley.

The Rose Haven Center for Domestic Violence will use the funds to continue outreach and prevention programs for victims in Cherokee, DeKalb and Etowah counties. 

“Victims and families who fall prey to domestic violence deserve compassionate and professional help,” Riley said.  “Rose Haven provides such assistance and I support the center’s efforts.”
Rose Haven addresses the immediate safety and shelter needs of families seeking relief from the threat of physical harm, harassment and psychological abuse.  Since opening its doors in 1985, the center has sheltered almost 5,000 victims of domestic violence and responded to more than 16,000 calls to its 24-hour telephone crisis lines.
The center’s prevention activities include extensive training programs for law enforcement agencies, advocacy groups and civic and religious organizations, as well as educational programs presented in schools, hospitals and health departments.
Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.
Bill Johnson, ADECA acting director, notified Anna Shumaker, Rose Haven president, that the grant had been approved.  Local matching funds of $31,353 will supplement the grant.
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
