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Riley Awards Grant to Aid Blount County Abuse Victims
MONTGOMERY – Blount County abuse victims will continue to receive services thanks to a $52,391 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.  

Blount County Children’s Center Inc. will use the funds to help children and adult victims and their families recover from the ordeal of sexual and domestic abuse. 
“This program is intended to ensure victims receive the services necessary to overcome the trauma and fear resulting from abuse,” Riley said. “I commend the staff at Blount County Children’s Center for their dedication to helping victims.”
Without intervention, victims often continue to suffer mental and physical problems, and many often become abusers of other people, according to center officials. The center provided services to more than 250 people last year.

Bill Johnson, acting director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Tyler Pickers, Children’s Center board president, that the grant had been approved. Local funding of $13,097 has been pledged for the project.   
Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice. ADECA’s Law Enforcement and Traffic Safety Division is administering the grant.
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
