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Governor Riley Announces Grant
to Bring New Jobs to Washington County
MONTGOMERY - Governor Bob Riley today announced a $573,000 grant to the City of Chatom that will help create new jobs and improve living conditions for area residents.  The grant will be used to fund the construction of a 200,000-gallon water tank and access road resurfacing project for AC Fabrication, a company that manufactures Army combat uniforms.

"The infrastructure improvements funded by this grant will help create new jobs and a better quality of life for the people of Washington County," Governor Riley said.  "Not only will these funds assist AC Fabrication's expansion, it will also increase the water pressure supplied to the local hospital and nursing home."

Governor Riley joined local officials in Chatom back in February to announce AC Fabrication was locating a manufacturing plant there.  

"We greatly appreciate Governor Riley for supporting these projects for Chatom," said State Representative Nick Williams. "These funds will not only generate new jobs and economic opportunities, but they will enhance our daily quality of life appreciably."

Bill Johnson, acting director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs (ADECA), notified Mayor Harold L. Crouch of the grant approval.  ADECA will administer the grant that is made available by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.
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
