Governor Riley Awards $400,000 to Provide
Adequate Water for Morgan County Residents

MONTGOMERY - Governor Bob Riley today announced that the Morgan County Commission is receiving a $400,000 grant to upgrade water service for residents near Eva and provide the community with water hydrants for fire protection.

"A reliable and sufficient water supply is essential for the health and well-being of any community," Governor Riley said.  "This grant will provide the infrastructure needed to improve the quality of life for these families and help protect their homes from the threat of fire."

The grant will allow for larger water lines to homes along seven local roads.  The existing water lines for these residents are too small and do not provide adequate water supply or fire protection capabilities.

The county will replace more than five miles of pipe and install 20 hydrants in the area.  The new pipe will be twice the size of the existing pipe.

"Senator Tommy Ed Roberts and I appreciate Governor Riley's assistance in securing these funds for Morgan County," Representative Jeremy Oden said.  "The health and safety of the citizens of this community will be enhanced by this needed project."

Bill Johnson, acting director for the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs (ADECA), notified commission chairman John Y. Glasscock of the grant's approval.  Local matching funds of $100,000 have been committed to the project.

Governor Riley awarded the Community Development Block Grant from funds made available by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  ADECA will administer the funds.
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
