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Riley Awards Grant to Increase Wages, Job Security

at Tallapoosa County Plant

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $32,250 grant to help workers at a Dadeville plant improve manufacturing efficiency.  The grant enables nine employees of Lake Martin Plastics Inc. to learn new production practices that will increase quality, improve services and reduce costs.

“This training will make it possible for Alabama workers to improve their skills and job security while helping their company compete more effectively,” Riley said.

Company officials say the training will provide employees with highly marketable skills that will lead to opportunities for higher pay and increased job security.  Workers armed with the new skills will produce higher quality products, streamline distribution and reduce waste.

Lake Martin Plastics, in business since 2000, produces plastic molding products and provides welding, repair and engineering services.  The company will contribute an additional $33,819 for the training that will be conducted by the Alabama Technology Network, a system of 10 centers on college campuses throughout the state that helps manufacturers improve competitiveness through workforce training and technical assistance.  

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  Tim Alford, director of the Office of Workforce Development, notified Wayne Jaye, Lake Martin Plastics president, that the grant had been approved.
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
