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Riley Awards $145,000 to Fight Drug Use in Mobile County  
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $145,000 to continue the battle against the sale and use of illegal drugs in Mobile County.

The grant will assist the Mobile County Street Enforcement Narcotics Team to maintain its multi-jurisdictional offensive to take illegal drugs off the street, arrest drug peddlers and reduce drug-related crime. Representatives of 12 law enforcement agencies across the county compose the task force. 
 “Illegal drugs affect every segment of our society and every section of our state,” Riley said. “Drugs breed crime and violence and those who distribute them must be caught and taken off the streets.” 
By combining the resources of local agencies and working cooperatively  with state and federal law enforcement programs, the task force has seized nearly $200 million in illegal drugs during its 14-year history. 
The task force comprises representatives from police departments in Bayou La Batre, Chickasaw, Citronelle, Creola, Dauphine Island, Mobile, Mt. Vernon, Prichard, Saraland and Satsuma, the Mobile County District Attorney’s Office and the Mobile Municipal Airport Authority. 

Bill Johnson, acting director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mobile Mayor Michael Dow that the grant had been approved. An additional $145,000 in local funding has also been committed to the task force. Funds were made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice. The grant is administered by ADECA’s Law Enforcement and Traffic Safety Division.
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
