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Riley Awards $90,000 to Fight Illegal Drugs 

 In Barbour and Bullock Counties
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $90,000 to continue the battle against the sale and use of illegal drugs in Barbour and Bullock counties. 
The grant will enable a multi-jurisdictional task force to maintain its offensive to take illegal drugs off the street, arrest drug peddlers and reduce drug-related crimes. Representatives of the Eufaula Police Department, the Barbour County Sheriff’s Department and the District Attorney’s office compose the task force. 
“Illegal drugs affect every segment of our society and every section of our state,” Riley said. “Drugs breed crime and violence and those who distribute them must be caught and taken off the streets.”

The task force, which is assisted by state and federal agencies, provides the needed resources to reduce drugs in the two-county area. In addition to investigating drug cases, the task force also conducts drug-awareness campaigns in area schools and communities.
Bill Johnson, acting director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Eufaula Mayor Jay Jaxon  Jr. that the grant had been approved. An additional $90,000 in local funding has also been committed to the task force. Funds were made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice. The grant is administered by ADECA’s Law Enforcement and Traffic Safety Division.
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
