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Riley Awards Grant to Improve Public Services in Ardmore 
MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley is helping solve a sewer problem that has adversely affected businesses in downtown Ardmore, the high school and a nearby residential area. Riley has awarded a $400,000 grant that will enable the city to replace faulty sewer lines that are causing the problem. 
“I’m pleased to be able to offer this assistance that will address health concerns and help make the community a better place to live and work,” said Riley. 

The grant will enable the town to replace or repair more than 9,000 feet of sewer line and eliminate a health threat. Residents say that deteriorated and damaged sewer lines have caused household drains to clog or backup and prevent them from flushing toilets, taking showers and washing clothes. Raw sewage has seeped onto athletic fields at Ardmore High School, and officials from the adjoining town of Ardmore, Tenn. also have complained that the problems are putting an undue stress on a treatment facility shared by the two towns. 
“This grant will go a long way towards improving the overall quality of life in the area,” said state Sen. Tom Butler.  “Representative Tommy Carter and I applaud Governor Riley for responding to the needs of this community.”

Bill Johnson, acting director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor Eugene Shannon that the grant had been approved. The CDBG program is funded by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The town of Ardmore is providing an additional $62,000 for the project. ADECA is administering the grant. 
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
