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Riley Awards Grant to Improve Camp Hill Drainage and Streets
MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a grant to improve living conditions and reduce a potential health hazard in the town of Camp Hill. 
Inadequate drainage in a section of town has caused water to back up into houses and yards, form mosquito-breeding stagnant pools and erode street surfaces.  To address the problem, Riley awarded a $400,000 Community Development Block Gant to improve drainage and road surfaces along Conine Avenue and Newell Street.
“I’m pleased to assist Camp Hill officials with this project that benefits residents and improves their living conditions,” said Riley.  “This grant enhances local efforts to make Camp Hill a better place.”

The project will involve replacing undersized pipes, cleaning ditches and restructuring channels to effectively remove water from the neighborhood. Streets that have been damaged by erosion will be resurfaced and widened. 
“This grant will go a long way towards improving the overall quality of life in our area,” said state Sen. Ted Little.  “Representative Betty Carol Graham and I certainly appreciate Governor Riley for helping fund these improvements.”

Riley directed the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant which is issued from funding made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.

Bill Johnson, acting director of ADECA, notified Mayor Chester Carroll that the grant had been approved. The town of Camp Hill is providing an additional $54,747 for the project. 
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
