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Riley Awards $900,000 to Improve the Quality of Life for
Bullock County Residents
MONTGOMERY—Residents in Union Springs and Midway will benefit from improvements to roads, sewers and housing thanks to $900,000 in grants awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.

A $500,000 grant to Union Springs will allow the city to make streets safer and improve the sewer system.  Midway will receive a $400,000 grant to renovate or reconstruct deteriorated homes.

“Adequate housing and dependable sewer service, drainage and roadways, are vital to health, safety and the economic development of Alabama communities,” Riley said.  “I’m very pleased to support the efforts of Union Springs and Midway officials to improve public services for their residents.”
Union Springs plans to widen and resurface nine streets and construct curbs and gutters to improve storm drainage.  The elimination of standing water on roads and yards will enhance safety for drivers and reduce health threats to residents.
The city also will replace old and inadequate terra cotta sewer lines with 8-inch PVC pipes.  The new lines will eliminate problems with sewage backup experienced by some residents.
Midway will use its grant to renovate 16 deteriorating homes with new plumbing, roofing, flooring, wiring and other repairs necessary to meet standard building codes.  Smoke detectors will be installed in each rehabilitated structure.

“These grants will help improve the overall quality of life in Bullock County,” said Senator Myron Penn.  “Representatives Pebblin Warren and Billy Beasley join me in thanking Governor Riley for responding to the needs of our county.”

Riley awarded the Community Development Block Grants from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  He has directed the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grants.
Bill Johnson, ADECA acting director, notified Union Springs Mayor J. Earl Hinson and Midway Mayor the Rev. James N. Robbins Sr. that the grants had been approved.
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
