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Riley Awards Grant to Extend Water Service in Kinsey
MONTGOMERY—Some residents of Kinsey will soon have a safer and more reliable source of water thanks to a $369,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.
Riley awarded a Community Development Block Grant to extend the town’s water service to areas where residents now must rely on private wells as their only source of water. The project will install water lines to serve residents on Blackberry Lane, Lookout Lane, Ruby Drive, Stag Court and Sketo Road. 

 “This grant will ensure that residents have a reliable water supply,” Riley said. “I’m very pleased to offer this assistance that will make the community an even better place to live and raise a family.” 
Residents in the affected area depend on water from shallow wells that could become contaminated by fertilizers, pesticides or septic tanks. They complain of foul-tasting, discolored water from their wells, and tests revealed that one well was contaminated by coliform bacteria. 
The project will improve fire safety by installing several hydrants along the water-line extension. Currently, the town uses small-capacity tanker trucks to fight fires in the areas receiving the upgrades.

“This grant will go a long way toward improving the overall quality of life in our area,” state Sen. Harri Anne Smith said.  “Representative Locy Baker and I applaud Governor Riley for taking this action and for responding to the needs of these citizens.”

Riley awarded the grant through funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The town is providing $41,000 in matching funds.

Bill Johnson, acting director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Kinsey Mayor Jason Reneau that the grant had been approved. ADECA is administering the grant. 
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
