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Riley Awards Grants to Improve Quality of Life in Coffee County  
MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants totaling $890,000 to improve living conditions for residents of two Coffee County cities.
Riley awarded a $500,000 Community Development Block Grant to Enterprise to provide sewer services to an area where public health is threatened by raw sewage from private systems. 
A portion of Elba faces similar health hazards because of dilapidated sewer lines.  A CDBG award of $390,000 will enable Elba to make repairs and upgrades to address the problem. 

“I’m very pleased to offer this valuable assistance that will help improve the quality of life for citizens of Enterprise and Elba,” said Governor Riley.  “This funding will help local governments make these communities even better places to live, work and raise families.”

The Enterprise grant allows the city to extend sewer services to residences in an area along Salem, Old Salem and Rocky Head roads. County health officials report that raw sewage is leaking into the ground in this area because of malfunctioning private septic tank systems. 
Elba will use its grant to repair or replace 55-year-old sewer lines serving about households along Martin Luther King Drive and Moore, Adkinson, Kendrick, Mullins and Farris streets.  Cracked and broken lines allow sewage to seep into yards and drainage areas and prevent toilets and basins from functioning properly. 
Riley directed the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grants which are issued from funding made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.

Bill Johnson, acting director of ADECA, notified Mayor Kenneth Boswell of Enterprise and Mayor James E. Grimes of Elba that the grants had been approved. Enterprise is providing an additional $167,000 for its project while Elba is providing $77,050 for its project. 
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
