Governor Riley Awards $400,000 to Provide

Safe Water for Randolph County Residents

MONTGOMERY - Governor Bob Riley today announced that the Randolph County Commission is receiving a $400,000 grant to provide public water service for residents along area county roads.

"A safe and sufficient water supply is absolutely essential for the health and well-being of a community," Governor Riley said. "This project will ensure that residents in Randolph County are provided with an adequate water supply that is safe to use."

The grant will fund the extension of the public water system along nine county roads located south and west of Wedowee. The extension will consist of nearly five miles of pipe and eight hydrants. These residents currently depend on insufficient shallow wells.

"These improvements to our local infrastructure will greatly enhance the quality of life for many of our residents. Representative Richard Laird and I greatly appreciate the efforts by Governor Riley and ADECA to partner with the city to expand our water system," said Senator Gerald Dial.

Bill Johnson, acting director for the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs (ADECA), notified commission chairman Lathonia Wright of the grant’s approval. Local matching funds of $40,000 have been committed to the project.

Governor Riley awarded the Community Development Block Grant from funds made available by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. ADECA will administer the funds.
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
