Everything from buses, tractors and boats to tools, camouflage and boots will be auctioned. Other items include office furniture, medical equipment, video cameras, fitness machines, tires and kitchen equipment.
Items are available for inspection from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Aug. 29-30. Winning bidders may pay by cash or cashier’s check.  Personal checks or company checks will be accepted if accompanied by a bank letter of credit.  Winners must pay for their items within 48 hours after the auction ends.
