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Riley Awards $146,484 to Assist Victims of Domestic Violence 

in Baldwin County

MONTGOMERY— A Robertsdale-based nonprofit group will continue to support victims of domestic violence in Baldwin County thanks to a $146,484 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.


The Lighthouse Domestic Violence Project provides services for domestic violence victims and their children. The project offers safe shelter, crisis intervention, advocates to help victims navigate the legal system and referrals to community agencies that may give additional assistance.

“Victims of domestic violence need adequate, timely and professional help,” Riley said. “I’m pleased to support the vital services offered by the Lighthouse Domestic Violence Project.”

The project also operates a response team that addresses victims’ needs. Agencies participating in the team include the Department of Human Resources, county and municipal law enforcement groups, Catholic Social Services, the Agency on Aging, housing authorities and job placement programs.  

Lighthouse has helped domestic violence victims in Baldwin County for 11 years.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.

Bill Johnson, ADECA acting director, informed Joan Hand, project board president, of the grant’s approval.  Matching funds of $36,621 will supplement the grant.
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
