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Riley Awards Grants to Increase Security at Youth Facility 
MONTGOMERY –Gov. Bob Riley has awarded two grants totaling $66,100 to increase security and safety at a juvenile detention facility. Funds will be used to install a modern surveillance system at the Southeast Alabama Youth Services Diversion Center in Ozark. 

The system will provide constant monitoring inside and outside the detention facility and enhance the safety of detainees and staff.  The facility houses juvenile offenders from several southeast Alabama counties. 
“If we expect law enforcement and correctional officials to properly carry out their duties, they must be provided with the necessary tools and equipment,” Riley said. “I am pleased to assist with this worthwhile project.”
The new system includes cameras with zoom capabilities and the ability to provide clear images in low-light conditions.  Officials say the continuous surveillance provided by the system will benefit detainees, employees and visitors by discouraging illegal activities. 
Bill Johnson, acting director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Eunice Hagler, chairman of the Dale County Commission, that the grants had been approved. The commission is the fiscal agent for the grants. 

Riley awarded the grants from funds provided to the state through programs of the U.S. Department of Justice. The grants are being administered through ADECA’s Law Enforcement and Traffic Safety Division. 
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
