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Riley Awards Grant to Prevent Storm-Related Water Outage
 in Crenshaw County
MONTGOMERY— A $368,181 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will help ensure 2,296 residents served by South Crenshaw Water Authority will not experience a water outage like the one after Hurricane Ivan. The Community Development Block Grant will help pay for a new well and elevated water storage tank.
“Communities need a helping hand when struck by natural disasters like hurricanes Ivan and Katrina,” Riley said. “I will continue working on behalf of Crenshaw County and other hurricane-damaged areas of our state to find the resources necessary to rebuild public services.”

Winds from Hurricane Ivan severely damaged one of the water authority’s two well pumps in its northern service area. As a result, some customers experienced extremely low water pressure and then lost water service for about 38 hours, county officials said.

The new tank and well will be placed in the northern service area to provide day-to-day water service. It will also serve as a back-up for the other two wells in the area to ensure adequate water pressure and continued supply if another well pump should fail. New piping will connect the well and tank to the existing water system.
The grant will be combined with $1.1 million the Crenshaw County Commission is expecting to receive from the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s Hazard Mitigation Grant Program to pay for the project.

Riley awarded the grants from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.

Riley notified commission Chairman Ronnie Blackmon of the grant’s approval.  Local matching funds of $36,819 will supplement the grant.
