Riley Awards $374,481 to Midway for Hurricane Ivan Repairs
MONTGOMERY— The town of Midway will be able to repair buildings and streets damaged by Hurricane Ivan thanks to a $374,481 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. The project will include improvements to storm drain systems on six streets.

“Communities need a helping hand when struck by natural disasters like hurricanes Ivan and Katrina,” Riley said. “I will continue working on behalf of Midway and other hurricane-damaged areas of our state to find the resources necessary to rebuild public services.”

The funds will pay for road repairs and drainage system improvements on College Street, McRae Street, Taylor Street, Sugartown Road, Pruett Street and Old Troy Road. The project will resurface roads, fill potholes and repair roadsides severely eroded by the hurricane. Rains from Ivan overloaded many storm drains in Midway, resulting in large amounts of standing water and damage to road surfaces. The project will add gutters and covered concrete drains to move water off the streets faster.
The town also will use grant funds for repairs to the roof of Midway Town Hall, roof replacement for two municipal well houses and repairs of exterior damage to 16 houses in the community. The owners of the buildings receiving the repairs were not given reimbursement by insurance companies or federal agencies after the hurricane.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.

Riley notified Midway Mayor James Robbins that the grant had been approved. Local funds of $20,000 will supplement the grant.
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
