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Riley Awards $150,000 for Statewide Effort

to Reduce Domestic Violence 
MONTGOMERY— A statewide effort to reduce domestic violence and assist victims has received a boost thanks to a $150,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.
The Alabama Coalition Against Domestic Violence will use the grant to continue helping local law enforcement agencies, health care providers and other groups provide better services to victims.
“Domestic violence victims need quality support and services to help them overcome the trauma of abuse,” Riley said. “With these funds, the coalition will continue helping local agencies give that vital assistance.”
The Montgomery-based coalition works to organize and support domestic violence task forces in each of Alabama’s 40 judicial circuits and provides training for existing task forces. 
In addition, the coalition trains doctors and nurses to recognize injuries resulting from domestic violence. It also informs health care providers of resources that can be used to assist victims. 
The grant will help the coalition continue to develop and implement standard policies on domestic violence that will be used by law enforcement officials, probation officers, health care providers, domestic violence intervention programs and health education teachers.  Coalition officials say this coordinated community response, on a statewide scale, will help reduce cases of domestic violence.


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant. Bill Johnson, ADECA acting director, notified Deborah Tucker, coalition board president, of the grant’s approval.  
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
