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Grant Will Help Mobile County Initiative

 Against Domestic Violence

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $30,515 to the Mobile County Commission to continue a program against domestic violence in the county.

The grant will fund the Mobile County Domestic Violence Initiative under the direction of the district attorney’s office. Two attorneys will oversee the progress of domestic violence prosecutions in district and circuit courts and program staff will conduct training on the proper response to domestic violence situations.

“Domestic violence victims deserve justice,” Riley said. “I’m pleased to support the efforts of Mobile County officials to put offenders behind bars and to train law enforcement on how to better serve victims.”

The program’s attorneys work to improve coordination among law enforcement agencies during domestic violence investigations and help establish standard policies on domestic violence to be used by law enforcement agencies and prosecutors.

The training sessions are conducted for judges, prosecutors and law enforcement officers and focus on the situations that commonly lead to domestic violence, the characteristics of offenders and the safety and well-being of victims.  


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.

Bill Johnson, ADECA acting director, informed Mike Dean, commission president, that the grant had been approved. Local matching funds of $10,171 will supplement the grant.
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
