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CARE House to Receive Grant from Riley to Help
Abused Children

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $48,919 to a Bay Minette organization to support services for victims of child abuse.

CARE House Inc. will use the funds to continue services it provides to victims and family members who are not involved in the abuse.  Assistance begins when the abuse is reported and continues beyond the prosecution of offenders.  Staff members travel throughout Baldwin County to deliver assistance to those who otherwise would not receive it.
“CARE House provides compassionate and professional assistance to children who have been abused,” Riley said.  “I commend the organization’s work to guide and support children through the recovery process.”
CARE house provides professional evaluations, appropriate counseling and family advocacy services for victims and families.  Public awareness presentations are given to educate communities on the nature and impact of abuse.  In addition, the organization offers training to law enforcement and other professionals to teach interviewing, investigating and prosecuting techniques that are sensitive to the needs of abused children.

Since it began operation in 1989, CARE House has assisted approximately 4,500 abused children including more than 500 in 2004 alone.  

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.
Bill Johnson, ADECA acting director, notified Catherine W. Pinion, CARE House director, that the grant had been approved.  Local matching funds of $12,229 will supplement the grant.
