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Riley Awards Grant to Continue Battle Against Drugs

 in Chambers County

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $53,333 to the city of Valley to help fight the manufacture, sale and use of illegal drugs in Chambers County.

With the grant, the Chambers County Multi-Jurisdictional Task Force will continue investigating and prosecuting drug offenders and seizing money, property, weapons and vehicles that have been used in drug-related crimes.

“Illegal drug use and the violence it fosters threaten the safety of our communities,” Riley said. “I commend the task force’s efforts to make our streets safer by investigating, arresting and prosecuting manufacturers and dealers of illegal drugs.”

The group also conducts awareness programs at schools, community club meetings and churches to warn of the dangers of illegal drug use.

Agencies participating in the task force are the Chambers County Sheriff’s Department, the district attorney’s office and the police departments of Lafayette, Lanett and Valley. In addition to its own investigations, the group conducts joint investigations with federal and state law enforcement agencies.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.

Riley informed Valley Mayor Arnold Leak that the grant had been approved. Local matching funds of $53,000 have been committed to the task force.
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
