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Riley Grant Will Aid Fight Against Illegal Drugs

 in Geneva County

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $53,333 grant to the Geneva County Commission to help fight the manufacture, sale and use of illegal drugs. 

The Geneva County Drug Task Force will use the grant to continue investigating drug-related cases and seizing drugs throughout the county.


“Illegal drug use and the violence it fosters threaten the safety of our communities,” Riley said. “I commend the task force’s efforts to take drug dealers and manufacturers off the streets and put them behind bars.”


As part of their investigations, officers conduct surveillance and gather information on suspected drug traffickers and manufacturers as well as follow up on tips received from the public. The task force also searches for clandestine methamphetamine labs and arrests the people who operate them.

The task force is a partnership between the Geneva County Sheriff’s Department and the police departments of Geneva, Hartford, Slocomb and Samson. In addition to its own investigations, the group participates in joint drug investigations with federal and state law enforcement agencies.


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.


Riley notified commission Chairman Harry Adkison that the grant had been approved. Local matching funds of $17,778 will supplement the grant. 
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
