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Riley Awards Grant to Improve Traffic Safety in North Alabama
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $76,545 to Northwest Shoals Community College to help reduce the number of injuries and deaths resulting from highway crashes in 10 counties in north Alabama.

The grant will enable the North Alabama Highway Safety Office to continue coordinating law-enforcement resources on effectively curtailing drunken driving, speeding and other causes of vehicle crashes. The office serves Colbert, Cullman, Franklin, Lauderdale, Lawrence, Limestone, Madison, Marion, Morgan and Winston counties.
“This program takes irresponsible drivers off our highways and encourages the use of seat belts and child safety seats,” Riley said. “I am pleased to assist the efforts of the highway safety office to make our state’s roadways safer.”


Program officials say speeding, drunken driving and failure to yield the right of way are the leading causes of traffic fatalities in the area. To reduce the number of accidents, law enforcement agencies will increase enforcement of traffic laws at “hot spots” in the region. A hot spot is an area where at least one crash during the past year has resulted in injury or death because of speeding, alcohol or lack of seat-belt use.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.


Riley informed Humphrey Lee, president of Northwest Shoals, that the grant had been approved.
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
