Governor Riley Awards Grants to Improve Fire Protection 

and Water Systems in Seven Alabama Communities
MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants totaling $1.75 million to local governments that will improve emergency services and water systems to residents in seven communities.

“The funds from these grants will help communities throughout Alabama provide a higher level of critical, sometimes life-saving, services to their citizens. Not only will public services in these communities improve, each of them will also have a better quality of life for their residents,” said Riley.

Local governments included in Wednesday’s grant announcements are:

Allgood in Blount County is receiving a $250,000 grant to construct a 150,000-gallon water tank and replace deteriorated water lines between Old Highway 75 and Godfrey Drive.

Carbon Hill in Walker County is receiving a $250,000 grant to complete construction of a fire station and community center. The town’s previous center was destroyed by a tornado in 2002.

Eutaw in Greene County is being awarded a $250,000 grant to build a new fire station.

Fayette County is receiving a $250,000 grant to provide improved water services for residents in the Hubbertville community.

Geneva County is being awarded a $250,000 grant to build a 75,000-gallon water tank to help supply water to residents in the Chancellor community.

Hale County receives $250,000 to construct a building to house the county’s Emergency Management Service, which provides emergency medical and ambulance service throughout the southern part of the county.

Walker County is being awarded a $250,000 grant to build a fire station off U.S. Highway 78 in Argo. The fire station will provide adequate space for fire equipment and vehicles and improve response time.

Riley awarded the grants from funds provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs (ADECA) is administering the grants. Bill Johnson, acting ADECA director, notified the mayors and county commissioners that the grants had been approved by Governor Riley. . 
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
