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Riley Awards Grant to Create New Jobs in the Shoals Area  

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded an $800,000 grant to help create at least 300 new jobs in northwest Alabama.   

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to provide infrastructure in the Northwest Alabama Regional Airport Park in Muscle Shoals where North American Lighting plans to build a 200,000-square-foot plant to manufacture automobile tail lamps.  

“Alabama continues to make gigantic strides in its efforts to attract new industry and new jobs,” Riley said. “North American Lighting is a welcome addition to Alabama and the state’s growing industry of automotive manufacturers and suppliers.” 

Funds will be used to provide drainage, sewer services, fire hydrants and roads necessary to operate the plant. The city of Muscle Shoals is pledging $234,380 in local funding for the project. 

Riley notified Mayor David Bradford that the grant had been approved. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.
