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Riley Awards Grant to Create Jobs in Montgomery County 

MONTGOMERY— A $200,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley for infrastructure improvements will lead to the expansion of three local businesses and the creation of 60 new jobs in Montgomery County. 

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to build a road and extend sewer and water services in the Montgomery Industrial Park near the Mount Meigs community. The improvements will enable Lamar Advertising Co., ProEthic Laboratories and Medical Places Inc. to locate in the park. 

“This project represents a continued effort to help existing businesses expand and provide new jobs in Alabama,” Riley said. “I commend Montgomery County and business officials for working together to make this project a reality.”

Medical Place Inc., founded in 1983 in Montgomery, supplies medical and laboratory equipment. ProEthic is a specialty pharmaceutical company that has been in business in Montgomery since 2001. Lamar Advertising is an outdoor advertising company and is the nation’s largest billboard operator. Each company plans to hire 20 new employees. 

Riley notified Todd Strange, chairman of the Montgomery County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Montgomery County is providing $113,600 in local funding for the project.

Funding was made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.
