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Riley Awards Grant to Improve Health Conditions in York  
MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $145,750 grant to eliminate a potential health hazard in the city of York 

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to repair or replace a sewage pumping station that failed in September. While the station has been temporarily repaired, engineers say the best solution is to replace the station or its major components.

 “This grant will provide a solution to a potentially serious health problem that could have taken years to correct without outside sources,” Riley said. “I commend local officials for their dedication in correcting this problem.” 
The sewer pumping station serves 57 households, a nursing home and a school. The city is supplying $15,000 in local funds for the repairs. 

Riley notified Mayor Carolyn Mitchell-Gosa that the grant had been approved. He has directed the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant. 

Funding for the grant was provided by $1.5 million in previously awarded CDBGs in which all or portions of the funds were not used. CDBG funds are made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 

The Black Belt region is about a dozen counties stretching across south Alabama. The area is identified with high unemployment, low graduation rates, poverty and insufficient health care for residents.
