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Riley Awards Grant to Expand Recreation at Union Springs Park   
MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $250,000 grant to enhance recreational opportunities for Bullock County residents. 

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to build an outdoor swimming pool and water park in Union Springs. The nearest public pool is in Montgomery. 

The grant was awarded from $1.5 million in federal funding set aside by Riley to improve living conditions in Alabama’s Black Belt region. The Black Belt is a region stretching across south Alabama that suffers from high unemployment, low graduation rates, poverty and insufficient health care for residents. 

“This grant will provide opportunities for children and adults in Bullock County to exercise and improve their health and it will make Union Springs a more attractive place to live,” Riley said. “I am pleased to award this grant.”  

The complex will include a 5-foot deep pool and a water playground including a splash area. A bath house, restrooms and a parking area also will be constructed. 

Riley notified Union Springs Mayor J. Earl Hinson that the grant had been approved. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant through its Community and Economic Development section. 
Funds were made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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
